Overview
MSUCOM students are required to have specific medical equipment for laboratory and clinical skills training. Most required items must be available by Day 1 of class and will be used throughout your medical education.
Why It Matters
Hands‑on practice with your own equipment helps build confidence, consistency, and clinical competency. These skills are taught and assessed throughout the curriculum and are essential for patient care.
What You Need to Do 
· Obtain required equipment:
Most items must be purchased by the student. Borrowing from family or friends is allowed, but owning your own equipment is strongly recommended.
· Bring equipment to every applicable lab: Steeles MSUCOM Student Package
Regular use of your own instruments is important for skill development and assessment. 
Ordering Options
MSUCOM partners with Steeles Medical Supply to offer a student discount.

· Use coupon code: MSUCOM for a 6% discount, valid at any time during enrollment and usable on any eligible Steeles items (not limited to the linked package).
The linked MSUCOM student package highlights items that meet minimum MSUCOM requirements or are faculty recommended/preferred. Students may purchase equipment from any vendor, provided items meet MSUCOM standards outlined in this document.
Important Notes
· This list was developed by MSUCOM faculty in collaboration with Steeles Medical Supply, a Michigan‑based partner supporting MSUCOM for over 30 years. 
· Avoid borrowing equipment from current students, who will need their supplies at the same time. 
· All required items must be ready by Day 1 of class (July 13, 2026). 
· Semester 1 financial aid budgets include funds intended for medical supplies; students are encouraged to plan accordingly. 
· A webinar on May 5, 2026, will review required equipment and purchasing options. 
· Orders that include engraving or embroidery should be placed by June 1, 2026, to ensure delivery before Day 1.

· Items labeled Required must be obtained by Day 1. 
· Items labeled Required (Provided) are required but will be supplied by MSUCOM; no purchase is necessary. 
· Items labeled Optional / Faculty Preferred are not required but are recommended by faculty. 
· When more than one option is listed for a required item, all options meet MSUCOM requirements. 
· The ★ Faculty Choice is provided only to help students decide between acceptable options.
· Detailed descriptions appear below the summary tables to help students identify equivalent items when purchasing from other vendors.
Understanding Product Descriptions and MSUCOM Guidance
Each item may include two types of information:
· Product descriptions provide manufacturer or vendor details to help identify acceptable specifications and comparable items.
· MSUCOM guidance (shown in italics) reflects faculty or program input explaining why an item is needed, how it is used, or important considerations such as timing or acceptability.
Tip for students: Focus on MSUCOM guidance to understand expectations; use product descriptions to compare equivalent options across vendors.

This diagnostic set meets MSUCOM requirements and is faculty‑preferred when students are choosing between acceptable options. The Nicad and Lithium diagnostic sets are both acceptable. Differences relate to the power handle only: Nicad is heavier, holds a charge for approximately one hour, and can convert to C batteries; Lithium is lighter, holds a charge for approximately two hours, and has no memory effect when charging. The Lithium option is more expensive. Selection is based on student personal preference.
